Job purpose 

To manage and implement the second phase of Britain Yearly Meeting’s (BYM) Property Support for Quaker Meetings pilot project by:

· planning and delivering property support for Quaker meetings

· scoping and testing effective ways for BYM to support Quaker meetings in looking after their properties so that: more meetings can enjoy their buildings as places of community and worship that nourish, rather then drain, the life of the meeting; and so that more Quaker buildings, and their use, embody and speak of Quaker values.

Key accountabilities and main tasks
1) Take responsibility for property support offered to meetings by BYM by:

· coordinating the existing, dispersed strands of support currently available within BYM and other Quaker organisations

· responding directly to property enquiries from Quakers, or passing on enquiries to other sources of support as appropriate

· linking property support with other related work within BYM, and developing joint work in relation to property support.

2) Test ways of offering Quaker meetings support with their properties by:

· developing a range of ideas/initiatives to test with meetings in response to their property needs, using the allocated budget for external consultants/ services/products as appropriate

· delivering a project plan, based on the findings of the scoping work, that can be refined as ideas are tested throughout the life of the project. 

3) Scope out, and propose a way of developing, a property database for BYM, in conjunction with colleagues in IT. Write a funding bid for implementing the database.

4) Strengthen meetings’ confidence in dealing with property issues. Promote good practice by:

· facilitating and coordinating networks of property support, cooperation and information-sharing

· promoting and supporting improvements to the environmental sustainability of Quaker buildings

· developing effective property communications and making user-friendly resources available, to provide information, guidance and advice on property maintenance and management, including compliance with legislation

· seeking out meetings in need of support and working with them

· taking opportunities to contact and/or meet with Quakers. Visit Quaker meetings and attend relevant Quaker events.

5) Seek out opportunities to work with other organisations to deliver property support to meetings by:

· scoping out any opportunities for collaboration with other organisations

· testing collaborative initiatives, to find effective ways of delivering property support for meetings in conjunction with other organisations, as appropriate.

6) Take project management responsibility for the project. This involves:

· setting out, and keeping up to date with, detailed tasks, stages, timing and project outcomes, in line with good project management protocols

· delivering a detailed project plan, and writing reports and further proposals for continued funding as appropriate

· keeping the project plan under review, to ensure that the project is responsive to improvement and continues to make the most effective use of available resources throughout its lifetime

· supporting good governance of the project by liaising with the project reference group and other relevant committees, particularly Quaker Stewardship Committee. Advise and support the reference group to help members make good strategic decisions and organise their meetings.

7) Contribute to the monitoring and evaluation of the Property Support for Meetings pilot project by:

· designing a brief for an external evaluation consultant, who will assist with the evaluation of the pilot project 

· recruiting and managing external consultants, ensuring they deliver agreed work on time and to budget

· working alongside external consultants (and other staff at BYM as appropriate) to co-design the evaluation and its data collection systems, managing the collection of the required data, and analysing it to inform the interim and final evaluation reports

· ensuring that the content and quality of the final evaluation report allows BYM Trustees and/or Management Meeting to be confident about planning future property support work.

Intellectual demands  

· Project management

· External (70%): members of governance committees; Quaker Meetings; external consultants and other organisations that it may be possible to work with.

Physical demands and coordination 

Aside from the usual demands of working in an office, this role will require visiting Quaker meeting houses and other properties, and potentially carrying out physical inspections of them. This will require a certain amount of physical agility (for instance, climbing ladders etc.).

Working conditions and emotional demands 

The post could be based at Friends House, Euston, or could be undertaken from home, subject to satisfactory arrangements being agreed in line with BYM’s policies on pay and home working. 

In any case, the post-holder will be required to spend frequent periods of time at Friends House and in a range of locations around the country. Travel throughout Britain will be necessary, including overnight stays where appropriate. Some weekend work and evening work is likely.

Other responsibilities

· Responsible for ensuring that Britain Yearly Meeting’s Equal Opportunities Policy is adhered to in all aspects of the role. 

· Responsible for ensuring that Britain Yearly Meeting’s Health & Safety Policy is adhered to at all times. 

· Responsible for ensuring that Britain Yearly Meeting’s commitment to sustainability is adhered to in all aspects of the role. 

· To undertake duties and responsibilities commensurate with the post.

Background Information
Introduction

Britain Yearly Meeting (BYM) is the charitable organisation which supports and works on behalf of all Quakers in Britain. Most of our work is run by volunteer members with support from BYM's paid staff. This post will continue a two-year project within BYM aimed at developing ways to empower local and area Quaker meetings to look after their property confidently and sustainably.  

The current post-holder has completed the initial scoping phase of the project and has identified these key types of property support to be piloted during the remainder of the project: sustainability; accessibility; health and safety; planned maintenance; and area meeting property strategy. Potential geographic locations for running the pilot have also been identified, but not finalised. There is exciting potential for the new post holder to put their own mark on this project, building on the scoping work, but starting and shaping the job of delivering the substantive piloting of the project him/herself.

The post holder will also monitor and evaluate the project with the help of external consultants, and at the end of the project will make recommendations for how BYM can best offer property support to Quaker meetings going forward.

Quaker properties and how they are owned

There are 475 local Quaker meetings in England, Wales and Scotland. Of these, 354 have a dedicated meeting house in Quaker ownership. Local meetings are grouped into Area Meetings. Area Meeting Trustees are usually the legal owners of local Quaker property. However, not all Quaker property is owned in this way, and there are a number of different ownership arrangements in place around the country.

Regardless of legal ownership, day-to-day care and maintenance of Quaker properties is usually carried out by volunteers at local meetings. Sometimes meetings employ a person or an organisation to maintain and manage their properties for them. But even in these cases, local Quakers still take a strong interest in how their properties are being looked after.

In addition to Quaker meeting houses, Quaker meetings across the country also own various other types of property including residential flats and houses, burial grounds and even commercial premises. These properties also need to be managed and maintained by Quakers and to comply with all relevant legislation.

The current approach to looking after Quaker properties

Quakers are guided in their management of property by the advice set out in “Quaker Faith and Practice”: 

“A meeting house should not be regarded primarily in terms of bricks and mortar, or merely seen in relation to potential site value. Its real value derives from the worship and service of the meeting. Even so, our meeting houses no less than our own homes deserve our care, attention and imaginative thought, so that they may be attractive both to ourselves and to others whilst remaining faithful to our commitment to simplicity, care of the environment and equality. Care of our premises is an important and sometimes exacting responsibility, which should be exercised by or on behalf of the meeting to which it belongs. Area meeting trustees and local premises committees should be vigilant so that small defects do not pass unnoticed and lead in the future to extensive and costly repairs. It is recommended that premises be professionally inspected at regular intervals.”

Surveys and inspections

Many meetings conduct annual inspections of their properties as well as quinquennial surveys. However, meetings may not always find these useful tools in managing and maintaining their properties. This project will help meetings find meaningful and effective approaches to looking after property.

The Property Advice Cluster

A group of Quaker volunteers collectively called the ‘Property Advice Cluster’ offer support and advice via email in response to property queries that are directed to BYM. This project will be able to draw on the expertise of the Cluster, but will go beyond the necessarily limited support the Cluster is able to offer. This project will develop a more proactive approach to Quaker property care as well as identifying how best to respond to requests for advice and support.

The Meeting Houses Fund

The Meeting Houses Fund offers finance to large building projects which meet its funding criteria. This project will identify ways to support meetings applying to the fund, so that their applications are robust and well-thought-through, and to help them achieve more sustainable, better value building projects.

The Canterbury Commitment

At the Yearly Meeting Gathering of Quakers in Canterbury in 2011, Quakers made a commitment to become a low-carbon, sustainable community: ‘Sustainability is an urgent matter for our Quaker witness. It is rooted in Quaker testimony and must be integral to all we do corporately and individually’. This project will help Quakers to put that commitment into practice in the way that they look after their property.

Guidance Notes
PLEASE READ THESE NOTES BEFORE COMPLETING THE APPLICATION FORM
These notes have been designed to assist you by providing information about BYM’s recruitment process.  

Preparation 

You should spend time reviewing your skills, achievements and experience, identifying those that are relevant to the job.    

Making your Application 

Job Details 

You should read the job description, person specification, advert and background information so you know what the job involves.   Think about why you are interested working for the Religious Society of Friends (Quakers), the post and how your knowledge, skills and experience (paid or non-paid) would enable you to be effective in the role.    

Completion of Application Form 

The application form is used both for shortlisting and reference during the interview process.   

When completing the application form: 

· you should read the job description, person specification, advertisement and background information etc. before completing the application form.  Use the information supplied to make your application relevant to the post.  

· it is important that you use the application form to explain how your skills, abilities, experience and qualifications compare with those set out in the supporting information

· It is important that you give reasons for any gaps in your employment history 

· Please note that we do not accept CVs as an application for posts however, you can attach one, but you must fully complete the application form.   If there is insufficient space to complete your details, please continue on a separate sheet.   

The information that you provide on the application form and supporting statement is the only information we use in deciding whether or not to shortlist you for interview.   

You must ensure that the information you provide is well organised and relevant to the post that you are applying for.

Supporting Statement     

You should write a supporting statement setting out the reasons why you think you are suitable for the post. You must address each item on the person specification.   You should highlight the experience, skills, achievements that you would bring to the post including, those that you have gained through previous employment, voluntary work or any other relevant experience.   
Accuracy of Information 
The information that you provide to the Religious Society of Friends, both on your application form and at interview must be accurate.   If we discover that any information provided is inaccurate, an offer of employment may be withdrawn.  Where an appointment has been made we may take disciplinary action up to and including dismissal.   

Data Protection 

You should be aware that information contained in or derived from your application may be retained in both manual and computerised form for the purpose of recruitment administration, the production of depersonalised statistical data relevant to recruitment or equality issues and on appointment, personnel, payroll and pensions administration.  

If your application is unsuccessful your application form will be retained for a maximum period of six-months.

The Religious Society of Friends (Quakers) is committed to equality.  In order to monitor our commitment to equality we ask applicants for posts to complete our equality monitoring form. Appointment Process 
After the closing date is passed, the recruiting manager and the interview panel shortlist applicants who demonstrated that they meet the essential criteria set out in the person specification. Only candidates shortlisted are invited for interview. If you do not hear from us within two weeks of the closing date your application has been unsuccessful.

Right to Work in the UK

Working for Quakers in Britain

Britain Yearly Meeting, is a national charity employing around 170 people. Its purpose is to work for, with and on behalf of Quakers in Britain.

About our organisation
Quakers is the name often used for the Religious Society of Friends.  Although we have our roots in Christianity, we also find meaning and value in the teachings and insights of other faiths and traditions.

In Britain there are about 20,000 Quakers. We have 500 local Quaker Meetings, grouped into 72 'area meeting' charities. All these charities are affiliated to Britain Yearly Meeting (BYM).

Britain Yearly Meeting (BYM) is a charity, formally known as 'Britain Yearly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends'. The trustees are appointed by and accountable to British Quakers; and because this work is done for and on behalf of Quakers from the whole of Britain, the work we do is known as ‘centrally-managed work’.
A Quaker workplace

We aim for our workplace to be consistent with Quaker values - broadly the same as most well-run progressive organisations. For example:

· We expect staff to respect each person regardless of age, race, religion, gender, transgender status, sex, sexual orientation, disability, marital or civil partnership status

· We avoid unjustifiable and unlawful discrimination in our employment practices

· We follow good employment practice, with clear and supportive line management

· We have a 1:4 ratio between the lowest and highest salaries

· We aim to be open and honest in all our work

· We avoid titles such as ‘Mrs.’ or ‘Mr’.

Very few jobs with BYM are restricted to Quakers, although about 1/3 of the staff are Quakers or linked to Quakers in some way.

About Quakers

The Quaker way is based on silent worship, as a way to help people connect directly to God.  Quakerism began in Britain in the 17th Century. Its roots are in radical Christianity, although today not all Quakers call themselves Christian.

Quakers share a way of life rather than a set of beliefs. We seek to experience God directly, within ourselves and in our relationships with others and the world around us.

Quakers are ordinary people, who try to live their values they can.  This leads many Quakers to work for a better world.  Values that are important to us include truth and integrity; simplicity; equality; peace; and sustainability.

You do not need to be a Quaker to worship with us at one of our meetings.
