Skeletons have been found in South Mimms during building work at a house built on the site of a Quaker Meeting House (Daily Mail 21 April).
Catherine McGuigan is said to have been advised by Quakers that the skeletons must be cremated. However, both burial and cremation are acceptable to Quakers and there is no specific advice on the disposal of bodies. Quakers hold no specific value on bodies, apart from respectful disposal, so any appropriate method is possible.

Quaker archives record that a meeting house was built in South Mimms in 1697 and in 1820 both meeting house and burial ground were sold for £120. 

We understand responsibility for the care of the skeletons rests with the landowner. And our advice would be to consult the Coroners’ Unit at the Ministry of Justice. The county archaeologist would be likely to be interested for research. We would advise that careful time be spent in contacting all who could help resolve the situation.

It is not unusual for Quaker burial sites to be discovered. There is no national record of burial sites. In the 1600s Quakers were persecuted for their beliefs and were not allowed to be buried in consecrated church grounds. Instead burials often took place in the countryside.
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
