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Quakers demand answers from PM on Trident

Quakers in Britain have called on the Prime Minister to rethink plans to replace Trident.

In a letter to Tony Blair, the Society of Friends states that replacement of the nuclear weapons system is incompatible with the UK’s obligations under the Non Proliferation Treaty.

The treaty requires that we and other nuclear weapons states take steps towards disarmament, while those states without such weapons undertake not to develop them.

Quakers have asked Mr Blair to respond to three questions which are:

· why a decision to replace Trident cannot be delayed to allow for a deeper strategic analysis of the issues and a wider public debate

· what impact the Government considers that the replacement of Trident will have on the proliferation regime

· what steps are being taken, especially since the 2005 NPT Review Conference, to pursue negotiations for disarmament in good faith
